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VENDOR SERVICES AGREEMENT

This VENDOR SERVICES AGREEMENT including the schedules, annexures, General Terms of Agreement, hereto (the "Agreement") is made at Pipavav on this … day of …. 2020.

Between
APM Terminals Pipavav registered as Gujarat Pipavav Port Limited, a company incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956, having its registered Office at  Post office Rampara No 2, Via Rajula, District Amreli, Gujarat – 365 560, (Hereinafter referred to as “GPPL” or "APMTP", which expression, where the context admits, shall include its successors and assigns);”
AND
…………………, a company incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956/partnership firm/ proprietorship, having its registered office/principal place of business at ………………………….., (hereafter referred to as “VENDOR”,  which expression shall, unless repugnant to the context or meaning thereof include its successors and assigns).
APMTP and the Vendor are hereinafter jointly referred to as the “Parties” and individually as a “Party”.
RECITALS,
A. APMTP is operating a Port (“Function”) at Post office Rampara No 2, Via Rajula, District Amreli 365 560, Gujarat, India ("Port").
B. VENDOR is generally engaged in providing services for hiring vehicle.
C. APMTP is desirous of hiring the VENDOR for  vehicle hiring service to facilitate APMTP’s Function (“Services”) on a non-exclusive and principal to principal basis during the Term of this Agreement and that APMTP has accepted a proposal by the VENDOR for the provision of such Services.
D. VENDOR has represented that it has sufficient experience in the providing vehicle hiring  services for several years. 

E. Relying on the representations made by the VENDOR, APMTP has short listed the VENDOR to provide Services to APMTP to facilitate APMTP’s Function.
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the Parties hereto and for other good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, it is agreed that this Agreement be signed by the Parties to record the understanding reached between them with respect to the Services to be provided by the VENDOR to APMTP, on the terms and conditions as set forth below:
1. Scope of work: The vendor hereby agrees to provide a Utility on rental basis  which is more specifically described in Annexure A.
Standard Rate: The Company shall pay on satisfactory receipt of services such charges as mentioned in Annexure B on receipt of valid invoice. 
Non Confirmity Discount Structure: The Vendor hereby agrees to abide by non conformity discount structure as mentioned in Annexure C. 
2. TERMINATION
2.1 This Contract may be terminated by APMTP with or without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice. 
2.2 In case of any violation of supply terms of this Contract and failure of defaulting Party to correct such default within ten (10) days of notice of such default by other Party, the Contract shall stand terminated.
2.3 It is hereby agreed that the parties shall not be entitled to claim or recover any amount by way of compensation for termination of this Contract.
2.4 On the date of expiration or termination of this Contract and/or Work Order, each Party shall return all equipment, material, Confidential and/or Proprietary Information in possession of such Party, to the other party who owns it.
2.5 In the event of breach of clauses related to Confidentiality and Data Protection, APMTP shall be entitled to terminate the agreement immediately. The Vendor shall be responsible to return, transfer or destroy any shared information in the presence of APMTP.
3. TERM OF AGREEMENT

(i) This Agreement shall be deemed to have commenced from ..st …. 2020 and shall remain in effect till ..th … 20- -.
(ii) APMTP reserves its right to extend the Agreement subject to satisfactory performance during the contract period and the Vendor seeking an extension in writing on the same terms and conditions 60 days prior to completion of term.
(iii) The Vendor agrees that on expiry of this Agreement, APMTP at its sole discretion reserves the right to instruct the Vendor in writing to provide the services at the rate prevailing on the last date of this Agreement up to a maximum period of 4 (four) months beyond this Agreement period. 

(iv) APMTP reserves the right to renew the Agreement at its sole discretion for a further period of two years with same rates, terms and condition subject to satisfactory performance of Services by the Vendor during the Term of this Agreement and provided the Vendor seeks an extension by giving 30 (thirty) days written notice prior to the expiration of the Term of the Agreement.
4. This Contract is subject to you agreeing to:

(i) General Terms of Agreement
(ii) APMTP Third Party Code of Conduct. 

(iii) APMTP Contractor Safety Guidelines.

(iv) APMTP Contractor Labour Compliance
(v) APMTP Consequence Management 
(vi) Safety Guidelines for hired vehicle Contractor
The General Terms of Agreement form an integral part of this Agreement and together form the entire Agreement. All other agreements, letters, arrangements, whether written or oral, between the Parties shall stand superseded by this Agreement. In the event of any conflict between this Agreement and the General Terms of Agreement, the Agreement shall prevail.

Annexure A

Scope of work of the Vendor
Hiring of Utility with Power Steering, Air Bags, Air Conditioner, Music System, Texi Passing Vehicle Number ………
The vehicle is to have contract carriage permit, valid taxi-passing & GST registration.

The contractor shall specifically ensure properly regularized document in respect of as follows, insurance of the vehicle, fitness (CPI) of the vehicle, pollution free certificate, and proper road tax, registration documents and compliance of all safety requirement at the port etc. documents of the vehicle will be shown from time to time whenever and wherever required by GPPL.
The contractor shall employ experience and competent drivers as per port order and ensure that the vehicle is always in excellent working condition. In case any misconduct or misbehavior of your personnel observed by any of our officer, penalty up to a maximum of 10% on monthly bill value will be recoverable from your bill.

The contractor shall ensure and maintain properly attired, neat & clean drivers’ conscious of personal health & hygiene standards. 

The contractor shall be liable & keep GPPL indemnified from all costs & consequences arising due negligence/accident ensuring proper cover for 3rd party risks.

The contractor shall ensure that drivers deputed by them do not engage themselves in carting passengers while on duty/out station assignments. It is observed that drivers at times allow passengers to board company vehicle when returning empty for commercials gain. All risks, cost & consequences arising hereof shall be contractors risks/liability. Moreover, such indulgence will be viewed seriously by the management resulting in termination of contract, if need arises.
The age of equipment should not exceed more than 3 year. Monthly inspection by Port HSSE team will be carried out and equipment to be changed earlier than 4 year if found not safe to carry load. 
Chinees tyre and parts will not be accepted, only genuine parts to fitted in vehicle
Diesel rate of 16th day of each month will be taken for diesel reimbursement in monthly bill.
Your vehicle can be used in any department as per instruction of Administration dept.

ANNEXURE C
Non Conformity Discount Structure
1. In the event of a non -availability of a service, non-conformity discount shall be deducted from admissible payment as described hereunder.
2. In the event of unsatisfactory service or any failure to comply with terms of this Agreement by the vendor, the following penalty clauses will be applicable if there are lacunae in contractor’s performance.

	If any of the jobs related to vehicle entrusted and remains incomplete or not up to the satisfaction or any job is denied resulting in loss to company work.
	In such case penalty of Rs. 2500/- per complaint or as assessed by the company be deducted from the bill. GPPL decision in this regard will be final and binding

	Penalty for absentees, non-availability of driver during duty hour
	Penalty of Rs. 300/- per person per hour, if the same is repetitive, Rs. 500/- per person per hour

	Any misconduct or misbehavior of personnel observed by any of GPPL officer
	Penalty of Rs. 1,000 per complaint will be deducted from the monthly payment


3. In the event, continuous services are not provided or trained personnel are not deployed continuously or in the event of strike by the vendor’s employees affecting The performance of the services, then, it shall attract non-conformity discount per incidence as per the provisions of this Agreement.
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
